I will evoke, affirm, and celebrate the gifts God has given others, and I will try to discover and
affirm the gifts God has given me and use them in His service.
 
I will give myself as Christ’s servant through participation in His mission in the world.
 
I will offer to know and love my brothers and sisters in Christ, and I am willing to be known
and loved by them.
